Bright and ripe citrus aromatics followed by, crunchy green apples and a little touch of tropical fruits
create a delicious glass of wine from the Bacchus grape. A new classic from an up-and-coming region.

Maicon Verzé, Nicolas Maillet, Burgundy, France, 2015 £55.00
A brilliant example of great value white Burgundy. Good citrus and melon fruit, great minerality and
long zesty finish.

‘Diifte Punkt’, Chaffey Brothers, Eden Valley, Australia, 2017 £45.00
A great name and a great wine from a blend of Riesling, Gewiirztraminer, and Kerner. Wonderfully
aromatic and balanced with a racy acidity to finish.

Malagouzia ‘Kalogeri’, Papagiannakos, Attika, Greece, 2017 £38.50
A beautifully perfumed wine. Apricot, flowers and apple all comes through. A delicious wine with
